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History and progress of the OMY district
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History of the district
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‘This district was a residential area in the immediate vicinity of Edo
Castle for daimyo feudal lords and hatamoto vassals during the Edo
period. After the Meiji Restoration, the area was developed as a
special economic zone. In 1890, the land that was appropriated to
the army was sold to the private sector. Thereafter, the area had been
developed as Japan’s first office district. The area stretching along
Babasaki-dori Avenue was lined with red-brick buildings, and was
called “London Block” for its Western appearance. The cityscape
created by large-scale office buildings after completion of Tokyo
Station in 1914 was called “New York Block”. Besides, the
government office quarter in Otemachi District was sold to the

private sector from 1955.

Establishment of the Council
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In the 1970s and 1980s, globalization of corporation activities
advanced, and many Japanese and foreign companies vied to
establish an operational base in metropolitan Tokyo. However, the
chronic shortage of office spaces, the functional deterioration of
existing offices as a result of the advancement in information
technologies, and the need to improve the working environment had
become issues of social concern.

In order to address the issues and develop specific city plans for the
next generation in the district, the “Otemachi Marunouchi
Yurakucho District Redevelopment Project Council” was established
on July 20, 1988. After further in-depth discussions by the
landowners of the district, the “Otemachi-Marunouchi-Yurakucho
District Basic City-Planning Agreement” with 7 guiding philosophy
for redevelopment of the district was signed and sealed by all

members of the Council in1994.
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Creation of activities
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In addition to the hard component, soft component of city planning
(i.e. area management) including strengthening city’s interactive
function and creating attractiveness for sightseeing became
increasingly important. As a result, after in-depth discussions at the
Council, an NPO called the OMY Area Management Association
was established in 2002. It creates a wide range of interaction
opportunities such as events, guided tours, and support for the
operation of the community bus.

We have also promoted urban development and environmental
improvement for urban MICE, etc. For the purpose of showcasing
this district’s appeal inside and outside the district, we held the trial
event using a unique venue, art museum in 2013. Since 2014,
“Public Space Utilization Model Project” had been implemented, in
which a sidewalk café, etc. were opened. In addition, the council
produced a “Guide for the utilization of road space” to promote
external groups to utilize public space actively. DMO Tokyo
Marunouchi conveys the attractiveness of this district as one of the

MICE cities for the purpose of promoting the holding of large-scale

international conferences in the district in cooperation with local

MICE-related groups.
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Diverse value creation through area management

AREA MANAGEMENT
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Improvement of infrastructure and maintenance
and management of urban space
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In this district, the urban space has been improved and managed
in collaboration with the government. The “Marunouchi Public
Space Management” for the Marunouchi Underground Plaza at
Tokyo Station and “The Otemachi Pedestrian Road Management”
for the Otemachi pedestrian road both were established to
collaboratively manage the public space.

In addition, this area introduces a district heating and cooling
system. The system is a safe and highly efficient energy network
that sends cold water and steam produced by a heat production
plant to each building through an extensive basement tunnel
system. The operation of the district heating and cooling system is
one of the important environmental efforts leading to the
prevention of air L —
pollution and the -
reduction of CO2

emission.
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Creating a sustainable city
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Based on the “Environmental Vision (2007),” the Council has
improved economic efficiency and nurtured environmental
consciousness throughout the city. Furthermore in 2013, the
Council formulated the “OMY Sustainability Vision” together with
The Ecozzeria Association, which operates 3x3Lab Future,
Marunouchi Platinum University, ect., and the OMY Area
Management Association (Ligare), which supports water sprinkling,
eco kids exploring party and other activities. In cooperation with the
above associations, the Council has worked on sustainable
development so that all of the
aspects of “environment,”
“economy,” “society” and
“culture” can be properly

maintained.

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The challenge of being a leading city

Society 5.0 is a concept that skillfully merges the digital world and
the real world in the city and finds solutions to urban issues with
new technology. A smart city is now where the point of focus is.
Japan is promoting the realization of smart cities on a national
level, and this district in particular aims to be at the forefront in
realizing a smart city at the heart of the city and improving Tokyo
and Japan’s international competitiveness.

Chiyoda-ku, Tokyo Metropolitan Government and the council
have formed the “OMY Area Smart City Promotion Consortium”
as a public-private partnership to promote a smart city. As a
representative of the consortium, the council leads this smart city
project.

To achieve goals in “Guideline for the Redevelopment of the
Otemachi-Marunouchi-Yurakucho District”, the consortium will
work on a vision-oriented smart city.

Based on the Smart City Vision formulated in 2019, the
consortium will continue to work in partnership with various
businesses, conducts eco-system based verification experiments
using new technologies, and applies those results to realizing a
smart city. The consortium also contributes to developments in
other smart cities in Japan through collaborations with area

management organizations in various areas.
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Area development where art creates and innovates
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To make a leap forward in this leading area of Japanese businesses, it is
necessary to have a driving force for creativity and innovation that

transcends conventional ideas to resolve the challenges.
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Activities for Disaster Response and Preparation
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Actions occur from the stimulation of sensibilities by art and the
empathy for the “different perspectives” of artists and creators. Solutions
are derived from the interaction of diverse and versatile people. Based on
the idea of “art urbanism”, an activity that creates happiness and value in
urban life from creation. The OMY area continuously creates innovation

with creative people, not just a city with art works, but an artist.
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In the district, a regional disaster prevention association called the
“Tokyo Station Neighborhood Association for Disaster Prevention” was
established in 2004. This Association carries out disaster prevention and
mitigation activities. After the Great East Japan Earthquake on March
11, 2011, the district has been accelerating and promoting full-scale
studies to become a “Business Continuity District (BCD),” where
business has highly competitive internationally and continues even in the
event of a disaster. In 2015, the “Urban Renaissance Safety Security Plan
on Otemachi, Marunouchi, and Yurakucho” based on the Act on
Special Measures Concerning Urban Reconstruction and in 2022, the
“District Disaster Prevention Plan on Otemachi, Marunouchi, and
Yurakucho” based on the Basic Act on Disaster Management were
formulated. The Council is being engaged in activities that contribute to
the incremental evolution and development of both plans and to the
maintenance and improvement of this district’s disaster preparedness,
centered on the activities of the “Committee for Disaster Response and

Preparation”.

'The “Guideline for the Redevelopment of the Area” was revised in
2005, 2008, 2012, 2014 and 2020 in order to be adapted to the
changes in circumstances surrounding the district such as the trend of
urban regeneration, changes of city plans, increased interests in living
in harmony with environment and necessity of functions as the inter-
national financial center. We will continue revising the guideline to

correspond to changes.
